B. Pledge of Allegiance

1. AGENDA REVIEW

There were no changes to the agenda.

2. PRESENTATIONS AND APPOINTMENTS

A. Commendation of the Emergency Communications Committee Members — The Council
thanked the Emergency Communications Committee (ECC) members for all their work
over the past 20 years. Mayor Tyson presented the two members of the committee Dru
Anderson and Sam Wood with Certificates of Appreciation. The remaining certificates
will be mailed to ECC members.

B. Reappointment to the Los Altos Hills Parks and Recreation Committee — Scott Vanderlip
was reappointed to the Parks and Recreation Committee for a fifth, four-year term.

C. Introduction of New Consultant Emergency Manager Ann Hepenstal — Ms. Hepenstal introduced
herself to the City Council and said that she will be assisting the Town with disaster
preparedness planning and education.

3. PRESENTATIONS FROM THE FLOOR

Julia Repoza spoke about homeless students and asked if the council would pass an ordinance
to support homeless students along with their emotional support animals. She asked that they
consider requiring Foothill College to offer safe parking facilities for homeless students.

Status of 2022 Council Priorities

We are 40% of the year. We have 60 milestones connected to the 24 Key Projects the
Council identified in their January 24" Goal Setting Session.

78% of the projects have either been started or finished.

Art Sculpture
The Art Sculpture will be arriving in approximately a month and installed in the round
about.

Irregularities in Permit Fees

Anomalies have been found in permit fees since the Fee Study was implemented in 2020.
We are aware that members of the community are interested in this and wanted to assure
the Council that staff is taking steps to review and solve the issue.

City Manager Office Hours
The City Manager has instituted new virtual office hours. The fourth Friday of each
month at 11 a.m. has been dedicated to hear from residents.

B. City Attorney- no report.

C. City Clerk — reported that the Council Chambers would be hosting a vote center
beginning on May 28, 2022 through to June 7, 2022. Reported that staff is actively
watching the status of AB 1944 as it relates to open and public meetings, and
informed the council that recruitments were taking place. She also introduced the
new Administrative Clerk/Technician Emina Steta.

D. Planning/Building Director - provided an update on the progress of the housing
element. A joint virtual Planning Commission/City Council meeting is scheduled for
June 20th at 5 p.m. Staff is also coordinating with the Environmental Initiatives
Committee on the climate action plan goals.
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E. Administrative Services Director - updated the Council on the IT strategic plan and
said the discovery phase is completed and they are now beginning the design
phase. The consultant will meet with the Technology Committee and staff. She
provided an update on the Town’s current employment recruitment efforts.

F. Public Works Director - reported on the electric vehicle charger project at Town
Hall. He also reported that the Town’s maintenance crew is working on Robleda/La
Paloma path and are making progress. The E. Sunset project is also moving
forward. In the near future, we will roll out a new reporting app called “Text My
Gov” to report a maintenance problem in Town.

Report by the Undergrounding Ad Hoc Committee (Mayor Tyson) Mayor Tyson reported
that we are still continuing to persist in contacting PG&E regarding the 20A project on a
regular basis.

Schmidt) - Councilmember Schmidt said a new survey will be going out soon and she
was happy to see that more people were signing up to take the surveys.

Report from the Ad Hoc Committee on Broadband (Councilmember Mok)
Councilmember Mok reported that both he and Councilmember Tankha have been
meeting. They have selected individuals who are experts that they have invited to help
them as they are not experts. There will be regular and periodic meetings. Additionally,
he moved that an Internet Bill of Rights Proclamation be placed on the next City Council
agenda. — Vote 5-0

Status Reports from All Councilmembers on Standing Committees, Ad Hoc Committees
and Outside Agencies Activities — Mayor Tyson suggested that ad hoc committees
regularly present their progress at City Council meetings.

Councilmember Mok requested, based on an EIC request, that leaf blowers be added as a
Council initiated item at the next city council meeting.

Vice Mayor Swan reported that the History Committee is helping out the Los Altos
History Museum this weekend for Rancho days and a senior walk will occur at Town
Hall on Thursday, May 26th.

Councilmember Tankha reported having meetings with residents on public safety. She
has now hosted five meetings as it is necessary to educate our residents on how to protect
themselves from burglaries.
