ethaps no issue helps define community more than local schools. While Los Altos Hills has
participated in three high quality school districts, there has been an erosion of public elemen-
tary schools from four to zero over time. The Public Education Committee was formed 2 1/2

ago to study the issue and recommend actions. Earlier this y

years the PEC voted unanimously to
tecommend redistricting, but split on the ideal type of redistricting.

‘The City Council chose to seek redistricting only if a negotiated
solution could not be obtained with our public school districts. On April
he City Council decided sufficient progress had been made on a
specific set of terms for returning public education to Los Altos Hills to
make a negotiated solution the first choice. Itis expected that the terms
will all be agreed to by the school districts by the June th City Council
meeting. Then we will proceed to legally binding agreements to ensure
the permanent presence of a public elementary school in Town available
to all elementary students whose parents” choose to enroll them. This solution both brings a commu-
nity school into Town and provides the option of attending Loyola, Covington or Nixon elementary
schools and maintains current boundarics for Egan and Terman middle schools, and Los Alios and

Residents helped clean Town pathways resulting in nearly a half
ton of trash deposited in a dumpster at the Town Hall parking lot.
Itis encouraging to see such community spirit. The 5th Annual
Pathway Run also staged at Westwind Barn rounded out the
quarter on May 7th with more than 130 in attendance. I personally
attended this event - specifically the 1-mile “Fun Run’ with two of
my children who marveled at the scenic beauty of the Byrne
Preserve while they effortlessly scampered up hills that I hitherto
thought were passable only by mountain goats.

‘The City Council has been active on the policy front this quarter
contemplating several measures in the areas of energy conserva-
tion and urban forest management. The Council adopted a revised
development area ordinance that exempted ground-mounted solar
panels from development area calulations of up to 500 square
feet. The Council also approved in concept a development area
bonus for residents who install roof mounted solar systems subject
10 very specific limitations. This legislation is pending and will not
tikely fake effect until late Jul. A new local energy

permitted will be expected to exceed State Tle 24 minimurn
energy efficiency standards by 15%. With regard to urban forest
‘management, a Townwide tree hazard assessment survey was
authorized by the City Council in the aftermath of a January storm
that caused trees to topple over through out the Town resulting in
one fatality. The Survey Report was completed in April and

works/capital improvement plan this year. Some projects now
underway this quarter and scheduled for completion by the end of
the year include over a mile of new roadside pathways, a new
‘Town riding arena paid for with State Park Bond funds, connec-
tion of the Town Little League Fields and Corporation Yard to
sanitary sewer and completion of the Pine Lane Sanitary Sewer
Diversion Project.

SEWER STUDY UPDATE

he Town s served by two sewer systems. The north side
of Town is served through the Palo Alto system. The
Town has secured sufficient capacity for practically all
homes in the north basin to connect to the sewer system.

‘The south side to Town is served through the Los Altos sewer
system. Since 2001, the Town has not been able to provide
residents with sewer connections because Los Altos had concerns
about the capacity of their system and was not issuing any more
connection rights until their consultants completed a master sewer
study.

‘The sewer study was completed last year and there is available
capacity. Los Altos has provided 75 connection rights available
immediately to the Town for its citizens. In addition, the Town is
negotiating a new sewer agreement with Los Altos that will
provide capacity for all homes the south side plus the San Antonio
Hills unincorporated area. We hope that this new agreement will
be completed by the Fall of this year. Any homeowner in the south
side of Town who wishes to connect to the sewer system should

The Environ-
mental Initiatives Committee (EIC) proposes changes to our

wn's ordinances that will help us take a leadership role in
ener iency and photovoltaic (PV) power generation that
also makes economic sense to the homeowner, Changes being
proposed will completely pay for themselves in energy savings
in just 5-10 years!

‘The Town has already eliminated
permit fees for new PV installa-
tions. The EIC is proposing new
ordinances that would require, for
all new homes, either ENERGY
STAR Home certification or 15%
improvement in building energy
e

ncy requirements.
syswms T
improvement. The new ordinances
would also permit just administra-
tive review of new PV systems
within certain height and size
limits and would exempt 500 square feet of freestanding PV
structures from lot development limits.

Expert studies performed for the EIC, and input from the
California Energy Commission staff indicate this is achievable
with a modest cost of $1-2 per square foot that will pay for
itself in energy savings. There are all- ENERGY-STAR Home
developments in Santa Clara County, and PG&E even offers
rebates for ENERGY STAR Homes. The proposed ordinance
also includes a hardship provision to deal with unique circum-
stances.

The EIC believes Los Altos Hills will be the first community
in California to adopt a local residential energy cfficiency
requirement applying to all new homes and the first community
0 adopt the ENERGY STAR Home performance standard.
